Entry fees are $125 for ASID FSC Members. The entry fee
will NOT be refunded.

DUE DATE:

Entries will be received until Friday, July 3oth, 2010, at 4:00
pm. Late entries will NOT be accepted. Doors locked at
4:00 pm. No exceptions!

PUBLICITY RELEASE:

Each entrant agrees to follow publicity guidelines as
established by ASID Florida South Chapter and authorizes
ASID to use photographs, submitted materials and design
content in publicity releases. ASID Florida South Chapter
does NOT accept responsibility for errors or omissions in
any publicity.

JUDGING CRITERIA

1. A panel of distinguished interior designers from
an out of state ASID Chapter will review the
entries and select category winners on the basis
of effective lighting, scale and proportion, color
and composition, design creativity, function,
solutions appropriate to the design criteria,
materials and patterns. All entries will be judged
by the highest standards of our profession.
Projects are judged anonymously.

2. “Green” and “Aging in Place” Category entries
must include appropriate sources and materials as
well as specifics to qualify in that category.

3. ASID Florida South Chapter selects winners
through a closed envelope process using 3™ party
judges located in another state. ASID Florida
South Chapter reserves the right to not award a
category if the projects submitted do not meet
the high standards of the 3™ party judging.

4. If thejury sees a code violation on an entry, the
entry will be rejected and not awarded.

5. ASID Florida South Chapter reserves the right to
not award a category.

6. The firm or designers name or any identifiable
information must not appear on any materials in
the entry binder. Doing so will result in
disqualification of the entry.

POST AWARDS

All binders must be picked up from the ASID Florida South
Chapter office between October 1, 2010 and December 17,
2010. Any binders remaining after this date will be
discarded. CDs will not be returned with binders.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS AND CHECKLIST

Florida South Chapter

THE BINDER 1” -1 %4” size

You must use a black, hard-back, three ring binder with

clear view pocket on the front cover and spine, and

labeled on the lower right side of the front cover with
the appropriate category name. Identification of the

Interior designer or sources will NOT be allowed on any

of the material in or on the binder. Each binder shall

contain the following information:

1. Design Statement (mandatory)

a. A brief statement of the design concept to
include the design problem and solution. If
the design was restricted by a low budget, or
involves remodeling, this should be noted.

b. A separate paragraph consolidating your
design concept into two or three sentence
statement to b read by the master of
ceremonies — limit statement to 50 words.

2. Complete residential or commercial plan(s) showing
placement of furnishings and location of all
architectural features. Square footage is based on
residential livable space of commercial usable space.
No Designer or Firm identification may be visible.

a. All plans must be secured in plastic sleeves
in three- ring binder.

b. Plans may be to scale and reduced to fit on
paper no larger the 8 %5” x 11”

c. Inthe residential categories below, a
complete house plan to scale (reduced to
not large than 8 %" x 11”) must be included
to verify total residential square footage:
under 5000 s/f and over 5000 s/f

3. Inthe product categories, provide design/ working
drawings to scale reduced to fit on paper no larger
than 8 %5” x 11”.

4. Non-mounted 8” x 10” color photos in a non-glare
plastic sleeve. (minimum 4 unless singular space
entry)

5. We encourage remodeled spaces to include before
photos. Photos do not have to be of professional
quality and any size is acceptable. The after photos
should show same angle or area for judging.

6. List of sources to include furnishings, fabrics, wall
finishes, lighting, millwork/ cabinetry, artwork and
accessories.

9” x 12” ENVELOPE
Envelope is to be delivered in the front pocket of the
binder and contain the following:

1. Official original Entry Form.

2. The entry fee for each entry or product,
check made out to ASID FSC. Please call
office to pay by Credit Card.

3. The signed publicity releases on the
enclosed Entry Form must be completed. It
is understood all entries are available to the
ASID Florida South Chapter for use in
exhibition, promotion, and publication.

4. One copy each of the Design Statement and
consolidated statement.

5. Brief biography statement on a separate
sheet of 8.5 x 11”7, 200 words typewritten
about the designer entrant.

6. One head shot of the designer or firm
entering.

7. Two CDs with the 8” x 10” images and
minimum 300 dpi. These CDs must be
labeled with your name, project name and
project completion date. CDs will not be
returned with binders.

8. One business card for designer entering
project.

9. Photographers information for photo credit.

DISQUALIFIED PRIOR TO JUDGING
